	POLICY STATEMENT

A sudden death or serious injury to a child is a traumatic experience for all involved.  This policy has been constructed to give immediate guidance and follow through for the subsequent days following the event.  There is always a Paediatric First Aider on site and the majority of staff have the relevant First Aid qualifications.


	PROCEDURES AND PRACTICE
· As soon as the incident has happened, a member of staff is to alert the first aider IMMEDIATELY and contact emergency services
· Other members of staff to escort other children away from the area and comfort and reassure them.
A designated member of staff will need to:-
· Contact the parents/ carers and request immediate presence at              the Daycare

· Collect and record information giving full details, description  of environment what has happened.  Who was involved, where the event occurred, times, who witness the incident, nature and extent of injuries.  This should be ongoing.
· Respond to telephone calls

· Meet parents/ carers

· Prepare information for other parents/ carers

· Contact Ofsted

· Assess further support
· Contact RIDDOR with information taken.

Where parents/ carers or emergency contacts are not contactable or able to immediately attend the situation, a member of staff will work with the emergency services in terms of accompanying the child to hospital if necessary.  Contact with the parents/ careers at all time will be made where possible.

· Remaining staff are to continue to establish a calm routine for the other children

· Support should be made available to staff reactions and those of all involved both on the day and subsequent days, including other parents/ carers and children

· Where appropriate and with dignity, communication should be made with other parents/ carers
· Counselling will be arranged for all involved if required
