	POLICY STATEMENT

Working in partnership with other professionals underpins Octopus Children’s Daycare’s successful delivery of the Early Years Foundation Stage in a number of ways by: ensuring we meet the needs of the children in our care, supports development amongst staff and within the setting. 



	PROCEDURES AND PRACTICES 
We aim to achieve effective partnership working by: 

· Sharing relevant information where children receive their education and care from other sources of childcare e.g. other setting, childminder. 

· Working with professionals from other agencies e.g. health services, area SENCO Speech and Language services, or where children are being looked after by the local authority, to identify and meet the children's needs and to provide children with the best possible learning opportunities and environments. 
· Using Transfer forms to pass on valuable information to the school or setting the child will next attend. 

· Sharing information with other professionals.
· Parents will be talked though the process and the proposed outcome for their child.

· Permission from the parents/ carers will be gained before other agencies become involved unless doing so may put the child at risk of harm.

· Where needed an Early Help Assessment (EHA) form will be completed.

Where sharing information is a child protection matter procedures detailed in the Safeguarding Children Policy must be adhered too.
