	POLICY STATEMENT

At Octopus Children’s Daycare we aim to provide an environment that is warm and welcoming for children, their families and carers, students and staff, by creating an ethos that friendly and welcoming where everyone feels valued. We aim to make children feel safe, secure and valued by providing a well organised room that promotes children’s development and meets their needs.
Through education we aim to directly engage children about the natural world and our impact on the environment.

We ensure resources reflect the diversity of life and support talk about the differences and similarities between different families and communities.


	PROCEDURES AND PRACTICES 

To ensure we meet our aims we:

· Greet children/families/carers as they arrive 

· Display welcome posters and emergency posters, some in different languages 

· Prepare the setting to look welcoming 

· Display children’s work 

· Have a news area 

· Display photos and names of staff on duty

· Check the premises for cleanliness and safety, inside and outside at the beginning of the day.
· Toilet checks are done hourly

· Termly Newsletters 
Space 

When thinking about how best to use the space in the setting we:

· Divide the space up into different learning areas, to enable children to work in smaller groups.
· Staff are deployed to manage areas to ensure vulnerable children feel safe and secure.
· Adapt and change resources and equipment according to planning and the children’s requirements and interests. 
· Ensure the floor space allows for easy access to all areas of the Daycare.
Rest/Quiet Area

Quiet areas are planned within the Daycare, identified on weekly planning. Children are able to access a quiet room and sensory room if they wish, they are supported in using this by their keyworker or other staff, if they feel the child would benefit from using the room.

Toilet Facilities 

We ensure the suitability of the toilet area by:

· Making it easily accessible for children to use independently. 

· Staff assisting children with using the facilities if needed.

· Reminding children to wash hands with posters and supervised hand washing at busy times, such as before lunchtime.

· Supervising the area during busy times to ensure privacy and dignity.

· Having locks children can use, but are accessible for staff if necessary. 

· Having child sized and height facilities – sinks, toilets, dispensers.

· Ensuring cleanliness, with a thorough clean daily and hourly checks through the day.
· During high risk due to COVID-19 and some other infections some toilets and sinks may be blocked off to create a barrier between children.
Room Temperature

Keeping a comfortable room temperature is important for users of the Daycare, we aim to do this by:

· Having the heating on a timed and thermostatically controlled programme to ensure the temperature is sufficient during all parts of the day.

· Cooling the room temperature in hot weather by opening the window vents in the roof, along with all other windows. 

· Ensuring children do not get too cold when the door is open for free flow play during particularly cold weather. The door may have to be closed if the temperature drops to an uncomfortable level inside. 
· Temperatures are recorded daily in the daily checks folder. 



	Climate Change

We aim to increase opportunities for children to spend time in nature learning about their environment through play and the impact of climate change, the causes and the importance of sustainability. 
We aim to reduce waste, support and encourage recycling with providing opportunities for the children to segregate their waste into designated waste bins: 

· Food

· Paper/ card

· Plastic Bottles/Tubs/ Foil 

· General waste

Children will have the opportunity to use their senses and explore natural materials in an outdoor environment and talk about what they see. They will be encouraged and supported to grow and care for plants observing change. They will be supported in their understanding of the concept of growth and decay. 

The children will be helped towards reinforcing their concept with nature while extending their knowledge of different species and the role each have in the environment.  

We plan to encourage and introduce learning by extending vocabulary in discussions as they care for living things.
